2.2 Team composition
NCASB Ruling: At the start of a tournament, a team shall consist of three (3) players with a maximum of three (3) substitutes..
3.2: Number of officials required.
NCASB Ruling:  Each game shall have a minimum of one (1) game referee, four (4) goal judges, one (1) scorer/timer, one (1) ten second timer, one (1) shot recorder.

4.1: Length of the game:
NCASB Ruling:  Game length is determined by host school/games committee, with a running clock.  Clock stops for Official time-outs, time-outs, penalties, medical time-out, and substitutions.

4.4Restart Play
NCASB Ruling:  With a running clock the clock should not have stopped, unless for official time-outs, time-outs, penalties, medical time-out, and substitutions.

4.5 Reorientation.
Is the time after the penalty considered an official timeout where coaches can talk to players??? During substitutions can coaches physically reorient players on the court and/or is this considered an official time out? (Discuss at coaches meeting at conference).  When can the coaches actually enter the court???

Team substitutions
NCASB Ruling: No substitution boards are used.  When substituted player enters the court, they will be taken to the goal post closest to their respective bench area, from here goal line judge or referee may escort player to their proper position on the court.
