Outstanding Track Award

CRITERIA:

RESPECT:  Demonstrates utmost respect for fellow athletes, judges, coaches, host school’s staff, etc. 


SPORTSMANSHIP:  Demonstrates great sportsmanship throughout athletic competition by respecting fellow competitors, and officials. Demonstrates appropriate behavior and attitude at social events.  (Ex: congratulates fellow athletes, takes winning and losing with a good attitude.)


LEADERSHIP: Demonstrates leadership skills throughout competition and social activities.  Leads and encourages his/her teammates and competitors.


ATHLETIC ABILITY:  Demonstrates superior athletic skills in Track and Field.  (consider his/her physical challenges)


ACADEMIC PERFORMANCE:  Demonstrates effort in maximizing his/her potential in academic classes.  (Ex:  stays on task in classes, gets homework completed on time, etc.)

Athletes must be nominated by their coach in order to receive Outstanding Track Athlete. Coaches must either send a copy of their nomination form to all schools during the track season or submit a completed nomination form at the conference scratch meeting to all coaches.  Each coach is allowed two nominations per season, one male and/or one female.
